[11] Then said Jesus unto Peter, Put up thy sword
into the sheath: the cup which my Father hath given
me, shall I not drink it?

[12] Then the band and the captain and officers of the
Jews took Jesus, and bound him,

[13] And led him away to Annas first; for he was
father in law to Caiaphas, which was the high priest
that same year.

[14] Now Caiaphas was he, which gave counsel to
the Jews, that it was expedient that one man should
die for the people.

Isaiah 51:17, 22; [17] Awake, awake, stand up,
O Jerusalem, which hast drunk at the hand of the
LORD the cup of his fury; thou hast drunken the
dregs of the cup of trembling, and wrung them out.

[22] Thus saith thy Lord the LORD, and thy God that
pleadeth the cause of his people, Behold, | have taken
out of thine hand the cup of trembling, even the dregs
of the cup of my fury; thou shalt no more drink it
again:

Matthew 26:39; [39] And he went a little
further, and fell on his face, and prayed, saying, O
my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me:
nevertheless not as | will, but as thou wilt.
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2 Corinthians 10:2-4a; [2] But | beseech you,
that | may not be bold when | am present with that
confidence, wherewith | think to be bold against
some, which think of us as if we walked according to
the flesh.

[3] For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war
after the flesh:

[4] (For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal,
but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong
holds;)
