Question 3b

John 3:19;  [19] This is the verdict: Light has
come into the world, but men loved darkness instead
of light because their deeds were evil.

Romans 13:12: [12] The night is nearly
over; the day is almost here. So let us put aside the
deeds of darkness and put on the armor of light.

Ephesians 5:11: [11] Have nothing to do
with the fruitless deeds of darkness, but rather expose
them.

[3:1] Since, then, you have been raised with Christ,
set your hearts on things above, where Christ is
seated at the right hand of God.

Warning to Escape Babylon's Judgment

[4] Then I heard another voice from heaven say:
“ ‘Come out of her, my people,’

so that you will not share in her sins,

so that you will not receive any of her plagues;
[5] for her sins are piled up to heaven,

and God has remembered her crimes.

[6] Give back to her as she has given;

pay her back double for what she has done.
Pour her a double portion from her own cup.
[7] Give her as much torment and grief

as the glory and luxury she gave herself.

In her heart she boasts,

‘I sit enthroned as queen.

I am not a widow;

I will never mourn.'

you mighty city of Babylon!

In one hour your doom has come!'

[11] “The merchants of the earth will weep and
mourn over her because no one buys their cargoes
anymore— [12] cargoes of gold, silver, precious
stones and pearls; fine linen, purple, silk and scarlet
cloth; every sort of citron wood, and articles of every
kind made of ivory, costly wood, bronze, iron and
marble; [13] cargoes of cinnamon and spice, of
incense, myrrh and frankincense, of wine and olive
oil, of fine flour and wheat; cattle and sheep; horses
and carriages; and human beings sold as slaves.
