The Dead Are Judged

[11] Then I saw a great white throne and him who
was seated on it. Earth and sky fled from his
presence, and there was no place for them. [12] And
| saw the dead, great and small, standing before the
throne, and books were opened. Another book was
opened, which is the book of life. The dead were
judged according to what they had done as recorded
in the books. [13] The sea gave up the dead that were
in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead that
were in them, and each person was judged according
to what he had done. [14] Then death and Hades
were thrown into the lake of fire. The lake of fire is
the second death. [15] If anyone's name was not
found written in the book of life, he was thrown into
the lake of fire.

Question 3

Question 5b

Psalm 69:28: [28] May they be blotted out of the
book of life and not be listed with the righteous.

Philippians 4:3; [3] Yes, and | ask you, loyal
yokefellow, help these women who have contended
at my side in the cause of the gospel, along with
Clement and the rest of my fellow workers, whose
names are in the book of life.

Revelation 3:5; 13:8; 17:8; [3:5] He who
overcomes will, like them, be dressed in white. |
will never blot out his name from the book of life,
but will acknowledge his name before my Father and
his angels.

[13:8] All inhabitants of the earth will worship the
beast—all whose names have not been written in the
book of life belonging to the Lamb that was slain
from the creation of the world.

Question 6

Romans 8:1-4; [8:1] Therefore, there is now no
condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus,

[2] because through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit
of life set me free from the law of sin and death.

[3] For what the law was powerless to do in that it
was weakened by the sinful nature, God did by
sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful man to
be a sin offering. And so he condemned sin in sinful
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man, [4] in order that the righteous requirements of
the law might be fully met in us, who do not live
according to the sinful nature but according to the
Spirit.
